Measure #4

To keep 5th-string B ringing in the bass,
allow 1st finger to collapse into partial
bar (barring 3rd, 4th, and 5th strings)

or a conventional 5-string bar.

Watch video for the technique.
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As B is plucked, mute 6th string
with back of right-hand thumb.
Or, damp 6th string immediately
after plucking B on 5th string.
Or, mute 6th string by using a
full bar.
